Opening an Image (Ctrl+0O)

Click the “File” drop-down menu on the menu bar. The menu that opens up
will have the “Open...” option, which will allow the user to navigate to an ex-
isting image and open it in Paint.net.

Saving an Image (Ctrl+S)

Click the “File” drop-down menu on the menu bar. The menu that opens up
will have the “Save...” option, which will allow the user to save the image.
The first time you save an image it will open the “Save as” dialogue box

Save as... (Shift+Ctrl+S)

Click the “File” drop-down menu on the menu bar. The menu that opens up
will have the “Save As...” option, which allows the user to save a new, sepa-
rate version of the image, and choose between a variety of image file for-
mats, including *.jpg, *.png, *.tiff, and *.pdn.

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Rectangle Select (S)

Click and drag to select a rectangle area. Hold
the shift key to constrain the selection to a
square.

Paintbrush (B)

Brush draws freeform lines. Left click to draw with
primary color and left click to draw with secondary
color.

Click and drag to select an elliptical area. Hold

the shift key to constrain the selection to a circle.

Lasso select (S) Eraser (E)
Py Click and draw to draw a freeform selected area Click and drag to erases pixels on the current layer.
Ellipse Select (S) Pencil (P)

Draws a single pixel line. Left click to draw with
primary color and left click to draw with secondary
color.

Magic Wand (S)
Click to select a pixel area of similar coloring

Color picker (K)

Click the eyedropper cursor on the color you want
to apply to the primary (left click) or secondary
(right click) color..

Moves the selected pixels (M)
Drags selected pixels around on the canvas

Clone stamp (L)
Ctrl-click to set the anchor point. Then left click
and draw and copy from it.

Left click and draw to replace the secondary color
with the primary color and right click and draw
reverses this.
